The 2024 Outdoor Season starts at the beginning of May and runs until early October (Under 18 will be completed by
mid-August).
All games will be scheduled for weekends and played at central venues, initially and possibly located in the following regions in
Ontario:
Niagara * Kitchener/Waterloo * Mississauga * GTA * Oshawa * Ottawa

JPL Canada will kick-off 2024 in Ontario with the possibility of Quebec participating.

If JPL is operational in Quebec the 2024 Season will see the Champions of Ontario compete against the Champions of Quebec
in October.
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Our fees are:
Under 11s & 12s = $1545
Under 13s to 18s = $1745
Fees are for entry to the league and all pitch hire costs

Referees are paid by both teams at the time of the match
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The Junior Premier League has always believed that our role is to create
opportunities for the most talented players to showcase their abilities.

With this in mind, we created the JPL Showcase Teams concept where the
best players from across the league get to play together in teams and travel
to England to represent the league in Canada against top English clubs.

Our showcase teams in England regularly play the full academy sides from
clubs such as Manchester United, Arsenal, Tottenham, Chelsea, Aston Villa,
Liverpool, Brighton & and West Ham.

We also take these teams for training camps and matches at Real Madrid,
Barcelona, and Juventus.
